Diana Horowitz, while a realist in some ways,
is also an abstract artist inspired by shapes,
geometry, and color. Horowitz paints en plein
air and often carries her small canvases around
with her, as she chases the light that is so crit-
ical to her work. The effects she captures—
reflections gleaming off the river’s surface,
the sun’s rays filtering through the morning
fog, or a dark shadow obscuring the side of a
building—are subtle, but lead to the creation
of paintings that are nuanced and carefully
balanced.
